SIM MOTORSPORT CATERHAM GRADUATES HAVE THEIR
PENULTIMATE RACE WEEKEND ON ANGLESEY

The SIM Motorsport Caterham Graduates Championship comes to Anglesey having barely
caught breath from racing at Snetterton just a few weeks prior, where the weather and on track
action could be fairly described as scorching.

In Sigma 135’s Paul “gold sender” Goldstein took both wins and fastest laps in a commanding
performance with Giles Derry (#77) taking second place on the podium each time. The Toms
(Gunter and Power) took turns claiming 3™ and 4% Place respectively giving them enough
points, along with Derry, to mathematically have a chance of the challenging Goldstein for the
Championship (once drop scores are taken into account). With record entries expected for the
class we'll likely be running 4 races in a round-robin format (drivers being split by qualifying
time) so anything could happen.... Especially in a class that regularly sees drivers goes from
7t to 15t (or 15t to 7t") over the course of one lap!

CNC HEADS RETURN WITH CAPACITY GRID TO ANGLESEY

This weekend sees a capacity grid of CNC Heads competitors making it's annual trip to the
picturesque venue of Trac Mon on Anglesey. Over the weekend they will be entertaining us with
three rounds of the Championship and be competing for the Cam Forbes Trophy, details of which
can be found elsewhere in this programme. This year again we, at the North Western Centre of
the BARC, are very grateful of having our loyal sponsor of sixteen years, CNC Heads, back for a
seventeenth season - thank you Ric Wood. In addition Car Service Packs are back as a partner for
a third season - thank you Graeme Laslett.

Just to remind you, the championship contains two major categories with classes A, B and C
being Silhouette Specials where just about any amount of modification of the cars is allowed. The
body shape does not mean that the engine came from that model of car or even that it is in the
same place as the original! Classes D, E and F are Modified where the cars must retain the
original production body shell and engine type.



The classes of both categories are divided by engine size with A and D above 2500cc, B and E
1600cc to 2500cc and C and F up to 1600cc. Even though entries were low we have continued
the recently introduced Class G for all bike engine cars of any category. Those up to 1450cc have
a minimum weight of 450kgs, those above 1450cc must weigh at least 500kgs.

It is highly probable that the overall
winners of the races will come from the
special classes, A & B, though which
class is open to debate. In Class A Simon
Allaway in his Lotus Esprit V8 will be
stretching it’s legs after class wins at
Cadwell, Simon currently holds a slim
lead in Class A. Ric Wood has entered
his Ford Capri GAA though it is possible
that may change to another car from his = onnor Modro leads Siman Allaway and Jamie Cryer in
stable. We welcome Jim Hutchinson in Cadwell Park

his Escort RSR to the championship. The potentially more nimble cars from Class B will be out to
get amongst the bigger engined cars and Anglesey offers them the opportunity with its twisty
bits on the Coastal layout. Connor Modro is leading the Championship outright in his Westfield
Aero, however it looks like work commitments mean he will not be here this weekend. Connor’s
nearest challengers in class, Paul Masters and Bod Buckby, in their Westfield Widebody and
Caterham 7 respectively will be out to take advantage of Connor’s missed races. Arron Armiger is
back on the grid after his nasty road accident earlier this year and it is good to see him back, he
has not lost any of his speed. Others to watch in this class include Jamie Cryer (Ginetta G20),
Mark Primett (Banks Europa) and Tim Foxlow (Ford Escort RSR).

Moving onto the Modified classes, D and E. The larger engined ones, in Class D, are led by Steven
Parker in his, new for 2024, Ford Fiesta, and last year’s class winner Ric Walker in his BMW Mini
F56 Challenge car. Both will be hoping to extend their advantages and potentially improve their
overall championship positions. Having said that both David Jones in his Ford Focus and Oliver
Thomas in his four wheel drive Subaru Impreza are potentially faster cars but this season have
been somewhat frail and not been able to score many points. We welcome in his BMW E46
330Ci, Jon Madoc Jones from Prestatyn to the championship (at probably his local circuit).

2024 newcomer Lee Bull, in his Renault Clio,
currently leads Class E having played his
. joker and we will be out to extend his lead
over Matthew Jones (son of David) in his
Ford Focus. Ric Woods brother, Julian, who
is new to the championship over the last
year or so is out again in his BMW Compact
with which he has had more success in than
= - the Class A car he drove last year. The last
championship first timers to welcome are Stuart Connolly in his Honda Civic and Paul Dobson’s
son Louie in his Ford Fiesta. Last in the list but certainly not least is Helen Allen in her Ford Fiesta,
George. Are there any more Class F cars coming out to play this year?
